Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship

The purpose of the Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship is to provide financial assistance to the most capable and deserving FFA members from the Northwestern FFA Chapter wishing to pursue a degree from a college, university, or trade school in preparation for a successful career. The scholarship applicants should pursue a degree plan that meets the criteria of the scholarship award. Exceptions will be considered on an individual basis contingent upon the approval from the Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship Committee (Committee).

The Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship is funded by organizations, persons, and/or firms that share a strong commitment to agriculture and life sciences and a strong belief in the members of the Northwestern FFA Chapter. They want to see their scholarship recipients succeed in earning a college degree. Therefore, the selection of candidates is done on a competitive basis. Criteria used in selecting scholarship recipients will include (1) scholarship or academic achievement, (2) grade point average, (3) agriculture, food and natural resource instruction, (4) FFA achievement, including the supervised agricultural experience program.

Ranking will be determined by the highest total scores. The value of the scholarship will be determined by the final ranking. The Committee shall not discriminate against candidates declaring non-agricultural majors. 

Funds will be sent to the financial aid officer of the recipient’s chosen college, university, or trade school at the amount specified. The funds are to reimburse the college, university, or trade school for the student’s tuition and/or fees in the amount not to exceed the total specified sum. The unexpended balance of the scholarship may be used to defray other legitimate expenses incidental to college attendance.

It is mandatory that the scholarship recipient attend college the fall semester immediately following selection. Only with special permission from the Committee, may the use of the scholarship be deferred one year. The scholarship recipient must attend the annual Northwestern FFA Banquet and awards ceremony at the same.

Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarships

Eligibility and Requirements

1. To be eligible to apply for a Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship, an applicant must:

a. be an active member of the Northwestern FFA Chapter for the current year, be listed on the state FFA roster, and be in good standing with the Illinois FFA Association.

b. be a U.S. citizen. If the applicant’s transcript reflects a place of birth other than the United States, proof of naturalization must be shown to a high school records official (principal, counselor, registrar, etc.) or the agricultural sciences teacher, who will then verify it as part of the application.
c. declare intent to attend a college, university, or trade school in the fall semester of the application year.
d. be a current graduating senior.
e. be present in Official FFA Dress (according to the Official FFA Manual) at the annual Northwestern FFA Banquet.
f. submit the most current Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship Application.
2. The Northwestern FFA Alumni Scholarship Application must:

a. have all applicable pages completed.

b. be typewritten, except for signatures.
c. contain all signatures requested.
d. Be accompanied by the student’s official transcript for the first three and one-half (3.5) years, which is signed by a school records official (principal, counselor, registrar, etc.) and certified with a school seal. If the transcript reflects weighted grades, the unweighted grade must be recorded on school letterhead by the counselor or records manager and certified by the school with an official seal. Weighted grades CANNOT be used in the scholarship selection process. If more than one page is submitted, each page of the academic achievement record must display a school seal.
3. All scholarship recipients MUST BE PRESENT in Official FFA Dress (according to the Official FFA Manual) at the Northwestern FFA Banquet in order to receive an FFA Alumni Scholarship. Any exceptions must be approved by the Committee.
